
20 - Geographic Issues of the Twenty-First Century 

Geographic Journal 
 

Purpose:  

This assignment is designed to give each student a chance to explore how geography is involved 

in the world around each one of us on an ongoing basis. In this assignment you are asked to 

identify issues of geographic importance as represented in the news media and reflect on why it 

is an important issue. Through this weekly assignment, you should begin to see the many facets 

of geography as relevant to your world. 

 

Format:  

Journal entries should be printed out from the Internet or your local newspaper and pasted into 

your journal. 

 

The date of the article MUST be highlighted for each and must reflect the week it is 

printed.  

 

Example for internet: For the first week I find an article on the oil clean up, I need to make sure I 

print the article with the date on it. (PICTURE IS A MUST)
